A. God rejects worship from people that forget His
greatness

At Horeb they made a calf and worshiped an idol cast from metal. They
exchanged their glory for an image of a bull, which eats grass. They
forgot the God who saved them, who had done great things in Egypt.

B. God rejects worship from people who _leave no room for
Him

In his pride the wicked does not seek him; in all his thoughts there is no
room for God.

C. God rejects worship from people who _abandon their first
love

Yet | hold this against you: You have forsaken your first love.

D. God rejects worship from people who _play
church

And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think
they will be heard because of their many wordes.

E. God rejects worship from people who _worship American
idols

Idol = _anyone or anything that takes the place of God in my life__
